Teach consonant blends with r, L, or s. Explain that some words
begin or end with two consonants, and each consonant represents
its own sound. Use a mix of words from the lists to practice
discriminating between words that begin or end with a single
consonant sound and those that begin ot end with two consonant
sounds. Help students correct errors immediately. (Some
students may omit one of the sounds in the consonant blend or

transpase the letters.)

This is the first lesson that requires students to dirde two separate
letters in a single column. When a word begins or ends with a
blend, students must circle the two letters that represent the blend
in either the first or third column. Tell students to circle a letter
for each sound they hear. Demonstrate on the board or an an

extra lesson form.
